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THE PASCHAL PRECEPT

The Paschal Precept, or Easter
Duty, is the law of the Church
obligating the faithful to confess their
sins at least once every year and to
receive Holy Communion during the
season of Easter (C/C nn. 920, 989).

These laws find their beginning in
the Fourth Lateran Council held in
A.D. 1215. They are echoed in the
Catechism of the Catholic Church,
which goes on to teach the five
precepts of the Church of which all
faithful Catholics are obligated.

You shall attend Mass on Sundays
and holy days of obligation.

You shall confess your sins
at least once a year.

You shall humbly receive
Holy Communion at least
during the Easter season.

You shall keep holy
the holy days of obligation.

You shall observe the prescribed
days of fasting and abstinence.

With these five precepts, the
Church also obliges the faithful also
to provide for the material needs of
the Church, according to their
abilities (CCC nn. 2041-2043).

In these ways the Church assists
the faithful in recognising their duty
in the service of the Church which is
to the honour and glory of God, and
assists the soul on its way to
salvation. For the duty of every man
and woman is the contemplation and
worship of almighty God.

The Readings

The Acts of the Apostles (14:21-27)

Paul and Barnabas went back through Lystra and
Iconium to Antioch.
