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 With the close of Eastertide and as 
we move through the year the 
Church enters Ordinary Time. The 
Church now vests herself in the 
colour green which symbolises hope.

 Ordinary Time refers to two 
periods of time in the liturgical year 
that are found in the calendar of the 
ordinary form of the Roman Rite of 
the Catholic Church. The name of 
this time is Tempus per annum 
translated as “time during the year”.


observed as Trinitytide. Both of these 
periods of time, combined, are the 
longest time in the liturgical year.

 The weeks of Ordinary Time are 
numbered, which is where the name 
“ordinary” comes from because it is 
from the word “ordinal” meaning 
numbered. Several Sundays bear the 
name of feasts or solemnities 
celebrated on those days, including 
Trinity Sunday and the Feast of Christ 
the King.


 Ordinary Time comprises two 
periods: the first period begins the 
day after the Feast of the Baptism of 
the Lord and ends on the day before 
Ash Wednesday; the second period 
beg in s on the Monday a f t e r 
Pentecost, the conclusion of the 
Easter season, and continues until the 
Saturday before the First Sunday of 
Advent. In some traditions, the first 
period is celebrated as Epiphanytide, 
and the latter of these periods is

The Eucharistic miracle 
of Silla happened in 1907. 

Some Hosts, stolen by 
unknown thieves, 

were recovered 
in perfect condition 

and were hidden under 
a stone in a little garden 

not far from the city. 
Even today it is possible to 
adore the miraculous Hosts: 

they remain intact 
since almost 100 years ago. 

The Hosts are preserved 
in the church of Our Lady 

of the Angels in Silla. 
Still today it is possible 
to adore the uncorrupted 

Hosts preserved in the church 
of this town at the outskirts 

of Valencia.

 During the celebration of the 
Mass on March 25, 1907, feast of 
the Annunciation, Fernand Gomez, 
pastor of the Church of Our Lady of 
the Angels in Silla, opened the 
tabernacle to get the Hosts for the 
Communion of the faithful. Greatly 
perturbed, he found the little 
tabernacle door opened and the 
precious silver ciborium with all the 
consecrated Hosts missing. The 
Sacred Species were found two 
days later in a small garden outside 
the city, hidden under a stone. The 
pastor returned them with a solemn 
procession to the church.

 In 1934, realising that the Hosts 
remained “in the same way in 
which they were found under the 
stone and that they had remained 
u n ch a n g e d i n t h e o r i g i n a l 
condition”, the Archbishop of 

of Valencia started a process to 
declare their preservation a miracle, 
and sealed with wax the reliquary 
containing the Hosts. He also wrote 
a detailed documentation of the 
miracle. Unfortunately, two years 
later the bishop’s residence was 
burned down by the anarchists-
communists and the precious 
document was lost. In 1982, then-
Archbishop of Valencia. Monsignor 
Miguel Roca, started a new 
canonical process by which he also 
determined how to officially 
worship the Sacred Host of the 
miracle.

The Sign of the Cross


 The Sign of the Cross that 
marks the beginning and end of 
the Holy Mass, and which signifies 
the sealing of the Word of God “in 
our minds, on our lips and in our 
hearts” at the reading of the 
Gospel, has its origin in the first 
centuries of Christianity.

 The sign of the cross, done by 
fa i th , has immense power.          
St. Benedict once did the sign of 
the cross over a poisoned drink 
meant to kill him, and as his hand 
moved reverently through the four 
directions of the cross, the glass 
shattered.

 Each sign of the cross is also a 
sign—a renewal even—of one’s 
personal decision to accept Christ 
as Lord and Saviour. How many 
times have we gone through the 
“motion of the cross" instead of 
the “sign of the cross”?
